Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
October 12, 2015 at 7:30 PM

Council members present: Erickson, Hansen, Sander, Wolff
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Erickson.
A motion was made by Wolff and seconded by Hansen to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Jerry Jungers (fence).  Passed unanimously.

Law Enforcement	Deputy Dennis Fiebelkorn was present to review the third quarter contract hours and
Issues 	activities.  An update was given on possible residential nuisance ordinance violations.  Complaints have been received regarding the property at 860 Highway Avenue.  Pictures have been submitted to the office and a “Request to Abate Nuisance” letter will be delivered to the property.  There remains a problem with unlicensed vehicles on private property.  Citations were issued, with only two being paid, and most vehicles still remain on their respective properties.  Another set of citations will be issued along with a letter from the City stating that the vehicles need to be licensed, stored inside or moved out of town.  If not, repeated citations can be issued (up to one per day); and if the fines remain unpaid, the City Attorney can issue a summons for those individuals to appear at Court.  Drivers continue to violate City Ordinance 166, which states “it shall be unlawful for any person operating a motor vehicle on any street to cross the center of the street for the purpose of parking on the side of the street opposite of the original direction of travel.”  Most violations are occurring on Main Street during the day.  Dennis will forward this information to other officers patrolling Bird Island.  There have been positive comments regarding the “Safe Routes to School” initiatives that have been under taken at the school.

WTP Pump	Discussion continued on the possible repair or replacement of the hydromatic pump at the water treatment plant.  In further discussions with Quality Flow Systems, the new Guide Rail System would be needed with the new KSB pump, for a total cost of $9973.  In discussions with Gary Stevens, Electric Motor Company, he felt they could repair the pump in a few days if they had the parts in stock.  An electrical cord will also be needed.  Dave Dahlk will be consulted as to specifications for the cord.  A motion was made by Wolff and seconded by Hansen to authorize an expenditure of up to $1000 for the replacement parts and cord.  Passed unanimously.

Hockey Rink/	Woelfel gave an update on the hockey rink and warming house roof projects.  Half of the roof has been completed and part of the west hockey rink wall was constructed.  The Lion’s Club provided labor on October 10th with plans to continue work on October 17th.  Discussion continues on how to construct the corners.  Drain tile has been installed.  It was uncertain as to whether or not the Lion’s Club has agreed to contribute dollars to the project.  The City has allocated $5000.

CURA	The Council discussed application to the CURA Community-Based Research Program, which provides college student assistance for applied research projects, program planning/evaluation and other short-term projects.  The Council was in favor of applying for research assistance to determine for feasibility of constructing, owning & maintaining a public swimming pool/water park/splash pad.
