Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
February 8, 2016 at 7:30 PM

Council members present: Erickson, Hansen, Wolff, Sander
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Erickson.
A motion was made by Sander and seconded by Wolff to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Community Garden	A meeting was held on February 4th to gauge interest in a community garden. There is a follow-up meeting scheduled for February 18th at City Hall.  Possible locations were suggested for consideration, along with water sources and accounting for usage.  The Council supports the concept, but expressed some concern with possible vandalism issues.

Christmas		Before Christmas banner enhancers can be purchased/installed, outlets will be needed
Decorations 	on the cobra lighting.  It appears that the cost to purchase the enhancers and install the outlets will be more than the $8600 available for the project.  The banner enhancer prices are good until the end of March. Further bids will be received for the electrical part of the project.  If need be, money can be borrowed from reserves.  Woelfel stated his concern with adequate storage for the current decorations and any future decorations that are purchased, suggesting the City construct a separate building for storage.  Woelfel also suggested the City consider purchasing “spring” banners to replace the “winter” banners on Main Street, and received a quote from Northern Lights Display to do so.  It was suggested to contact Rehab Wraps to submit a bid on banners.

Race Track	Resurfacing the existing running track west of St. Mary’s School and Church was discussed.  A proposal previously submitted by Deb Marks suggested using red ball diamond aggregate.  Woelfel suggests continuing to use granite fines on the track.  A motion was made by Hansen and seconded by Wolff to continue to use granite fines and to authorize the purchase of 20 yards.  Passed unanimously.

2016 Ball Park		A motion was made by Hansen and seconded by Sander to approve the 2016 Ball Park
Contract 	Complex Contract with the School and BOLD Baseball Association (same as 2015).  Passed unanimously.

2015 Financial		The 2015 Financial Statement was submitted for Council review.  There were no
